
the Park Office at Bryant Adams Park, and reserving the 
balance for future racquetball court expansion. 

The Special Revenue/Local Option Gasoline Tax Fund 
was established to receive the City's share of the 
Brevard County Local Option Gasoline Tax and to 
transfer these funds to the Debt Service for payment of 
the long term debt on the Dairy Road Widening Project 
referenced earlier. The gasoline tax receipts and 
subsequent transfer to the Debt Service Fund total 
$164,020. 

The Capital Improvement Construction Fund was 
developed to provide the City with a fund to construct 
major improvements within the City. The 1994 appro­
priations include the two major construction projects 
cited earlier, the Dairy Road Widening Project and the 
Ellis Road/Industrial Street Connector. The 1994 Budget 
for this fund totals $1,492,755. 

The Water and Sewer Operating Fund represents the 
costs associated with water distribution and sales, the 
collection, treatment, and disposal of sanitary sewer 
(including the new wastewater reuse system which 
came on line in 1993), and the retirement of long term 
debt on the City's utility system. In 1994, the Budget is 
$2,018,480. 

The 1994 Budget includes the water rate increase 
approved last October which was not allowed to be 
implemented by the South Brevard Water Authority 
because it included a rate differential, as allowed by 
Florida Statutes, for water customers outside the City. 
Due to the South Brevard Water Authority's position, 
this surcharge was removed in March 1993, and the 
City anticipates implementation of the rate change on 
October 1, 1993. The following is a synopsis of this 
rate change. 

CURRENT OCTOBER 1993 
Min. Mn. Water Bill $8.50 $10.00 
Water Rate $2.82/1,000 gals. $3.00/1,000 gals. 

It is noted that according t6 tKe City of Melbourne, the 
proposed South Brevard Water Authority Budget for 
1994 is being reviewed, and indications are this 
proposed budget, if approved by the Brevard County 
Board of County Commissioners, could cause an 
additional increase in the water rates of a minimum of 
10 cents per thousand gallons. 

I would also like to point out that the $1.75 sewer 
charge that was implemented in April 1993 to fund the 
water deficit created by the South Brevard Water 
Authority's actions or inactions on the October 1992 
water rate increase will be removed after the October 
1993 utility billing. 

The Capital Fees Trust Fund represents the collection of 
a portion of the utility connection fees and interest 
income from those connection fees. The Budget in this 
fund totals $84,000, and the revenues will be utilized 
to pay a portion of the principal on the long term debt 
on the utility system. 

The Renewal/Replacement and Betterment Fund is set 
up to receive portions of the utility connection fees and 
to expend these fees to rehabilitate or improve the 
water and sewer system. In 1994, this fund will be 
utilized to perform various water and sewer line 
rehabilitations, as well as acquire a maintenance 
vehicle for the system. The proposed budget allocation 
totals $87,120. 

The Wastewater Reuse Fund was established in 1985 to 
receive and expend revenues collected on new con­
struction to pay for the wastewater reuse mandate of 
the St. John's River Water Management District. The 
first phase of the City's reuse system was completed in 
1993. In the 1994 Budget, the revenues will be re­
served to expand this reuse system. 

The Sewer Capital Improvement Grant Fund was also 
established in 1985 as a condition of the grant the City 
was awarded by the State of Florida for our deep 
injection well. The State requires the City to utilize 
these funds for capital improvements at the wastewater 
treatment facility. In 1994, the City will utilize these 
funds to repay a loan which was utilized to complete 
the wastewater reuse system mentioned earlier. 

The City Council will be holding Public Hearings on 
this proposed Budget on September 8, 1993, and 
September 21,1993, at 7:00 p.m., here at City Hall. A 
copy of the entire budget is available for public inspec­
tion at City Hall. 

I hope that this overview of the Proposed 1993-94 
Budget is informative to you.

On July 20, 1993 
Ordinance 93-17 was 
signed by Mayor Lane 
and took effect. Th is 
now will allow acces­
sory structures to be 
located in some areas 
that were prohibited. 
Accessory structures are 
those structures associ­
ated with the principle 
building or use. Com­
mon types are, utility 
buildings, detached 
garages, swimming 
pools and screen enclosures. One of the major changes 
is the provision to allow screen enclosures not associ­
ated with swimming pools to be constructed within 
portions of some required yards. 

As we all know, times and people change as do their 
needs and desires. One of these changes is a larger 
market for screen enclosures. People wanting to be 
able to relax out of doors more and not be attacked by 
bugs, so they are seeki ng the less expensive structures. 
The City Council and the Planning and Zoning Board, 
having been made aware of this, caused this section of 
the city code of ordinances to be reviewed for possible 
improvements and updates. 

Some of the changes resulting from the review are: 
Accessory structures are allowed to be higher 
than before. Maximum height is fifty (50) percent 
of the height allowed by the zoning district or the 
height of the principle structure whichever is 
greater. 

Utility buildings, (accessory structures less than 
150 sq ft.) are restricted to twelve (12) feet in 
height and with restriction allowed in the side or 
rear yards. However only one is allowed. 

Swimming pools are required to be a minimum of 
ten (10) feet from a rear property line and five (5) 
feet from a structure. In front and side yards, they 
shall comply with zoning district yard require­
ments. 

Screen enclosures may be for swimming pools or 
out of door deck or patio areas. They shall be of 
total screen material including the top covering 
(no hard roof or windows can be used if located 
within required yard areas). One and two family 
dwellings allow enclosures in the rear yard to 
within seven and one-half (71/2) feet of the 
property line. Multi-family dwellings allow 
enclosures to the rear of the building to within ten 
(10) feet of a property line. 

All distances are subject to easements as no structures 
are allowed within an easement. 

A permit must be obtained prior to beginning any 
work. The property owner is responsible for any work 
performed. Failure to obtain a permit will result in 
penalties and or removal of construction.

The City Council enacts ordinances which become 
laws of the City, reviews all major building projects, 
and controls growth through consideration of annex­
ation requests. The City Council is kept informed 
through written and verbal reports from the City 
Manager and his staff. Various members of council 
represent the city to organizations such as the Chamber 
of Commerce, Space Coast League of Cities, Civil 
Defense, Airport Authority, Metropolitan Planning 
Organization, etc. The Mayor is a voting member of 
council and represents the city at ceremonial functions. 

Requirements to run for office 

In order to run, you must be a registered voter in the 
State of Florida, and a resident of the City of West 
Melbourne for one (1) year. Candidate's packets are 
available from the office of the City Clerk. Our staff will 
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number will be 48. 

When you have your 
signatures on the petition forms, you may then return to 
the clerk's office where the names will be verified 
against the voter registration list. You may then file your 
Loyalty Oath, Financial Disclosure Form, and pay a city 
qualifying fee of $25.00 and $18.00 to the State 
Elections Fund (non-refundable). 

If you wish to have campaign signs or fund raisers, the 
clerk will provide you with the necessary forms. The 
sign permit is $50.00, but this amount is refundable if 
all signs are removed within five days after the election. 

There are three dates after you qualify when you or 
your campaign treasurer must file a campaign trea­
surer's report. The forms and dates to report will be 
provided to you. 

We appreciate the interest of our residents in the city 
and are here to assist you should you decide to become 
involved more closely with city business. The Council 
meets the first and third Tuesday of each month, at 
7:00 P.M., and other times as necessary and an­
nounced. All meetings are open to the public, and we 
encourage your attendance.
